A. Action Taken Report

1. The Chairperson reported that two first semester students from the Department
of Political Science, Rishika Rai and Priyanka Kathuria, represented the
University of Delhi in a study tour to Paris organized by the International
Association for Political Science (IAPSS), held from 2 to 6 November 2016. Of
the 20 students from around the world, they were among the 4 students selected
from India. It was a moment of pride for ARSD College.

2. The Chairperson also reported that numerous departments of the College,
including those under the aegis of the STAR College Scheme, had organized
educational trips and industrial Visits to institutions of national significance,
laboratories, and trade fairs, in order to familiarize them with India’s history
and culture, its political processes, its market dynamics, as wel] as contemporary

scientific advances. These visits also facilitated a strengthening of institution-
industry linkages, part of the mandate of the IQAC. ]

in the new academic year 2017-18.

5. That a College brochure be designed to highlight the achievements and key
features of the institution.
